2) To form the sides, fold 6cm along the top to create a flap.

° 3) Fold the flap back on itself, exactly in half. Open the flaps but make sure the creases still

exist.

4) Turn the paper 180 degrees and repeat steps 2 and 3. Make a diagonal fold between the

two 3cm fold lines on the flap by folding point A to point B as shown. Then, take one end of

the fold and place it
