The achievement of curriculum expectations for your child is reported on using
letter grades. Comments that highlight your child’s strengths and next steps for
improvement are also included in the report card from your child’s teacher.

Learning skills and work habits are determined based on a scale of excellent, good,
satisfactory and needs improvement.

The night of Thursday, February 17th and morning of Friday, February 18th have
been set aside for parent/teacher conferences. Although an interview will not be
necessary for all children, parents are strongly encouraged to request an interview in
order to discuss their child’s strengths and growth. This is an opportune time to
support and build upon the home and school connections.

Further information regarding the revised Elementary Provincial Report Card will
be sent home with your child’s report card.
