3. Complete a Toronto District School Board Co-operative Education
Application and submit it by the deadline. Applications are available
from online at www.centraltech.ca. Be able to attend a scheduled
interview. Bring a current transcript, most recent school report and
record of attendance.

Have a serious interest in obtaining an apprenticeship.

Demonstrate a positive attitude to school and work. Have a proven record of good attendance and punctuality.
Candidate performance in first semester will determine their eligibility for second semester.

Be within 8 credits of an OSS Diploma with no more than 1 compulsory credits to be completed.
Have a valid Social Insurance number and card for WSIB purposes.
Provided by student: all transportation, hard hat, safety shoes and necessary tools (where needed).

It is strongly recommended that candidates have completed Grade 12 College and Apprenticeship Math (MAP
4C1) or higher. It is still possible to earn this credit during Semester 1 at Central Technical School.



Radio, Audio and Sound Production - Using digital audio software and hardware, students
will examine topics that include sound editing, mixing, microphone choice and the
physics of sound.

Print and Graphic Communications - Students will learn the fundamentals of typography
and design using Desktop Publishing software (Quark Xpress, InDesign, Photoshop) to
design and produce printed products.

Interactive New Media and Animation - This course examines communications systems,
design and production processes as they apply to the Internet. Students will develop
knowledge and skills relating to the assembly, operation, maintenance, and repair of
basic and more complex components of a range of communications systems.

Photography and Digital Imaging - Students will learn the fundamentals of photography
using both film and digital SLR cameras. They will learn to develop black and white film,
make photographic prints and to manage, improve and enhance digital photographs
using Adobe Photoshop and Adobe Bridge.

Communication Technology - Students will learn the fundamentals of book and magazine production as they
organize, assemble and design the school yearbook. Students will use digital SLR cameras and desktop
publishing software (InDesign, Photoshop, lllustrator) to capture and edit images and create layouts.

TV, Video and Movie Production - Students will learn the fundamentals of good video production skills using
digital cameras, lights, and audio equipment. Other topics include: shot type, structure and composition, basic
electricity for lighting, light kit set-up and camera use in the field.

Electronics - Students will explore ways of connecting computers, interfaces and peripherals using their knowledge of
logic gates, computer components, peripherals, programming, networks and operating systems

Electrical / Network Cabling - This course will show students how to wire a smart home: install, connect, test and
troubleshoot network cabling as well as alarm, video and telephone systems.

Custom Woodworking - Learn how to safely use hand tools and woodworking machinery to cut, shape, assemble
and finish a beautiful coffee table. Examine the properties of wood, abrasives and wood finishes. No previous
woodworking experience required.

Heating and Cooling - Get the opportunity to study the growing field of hydronic heating, which is the use of hot
water to heat your home. We'll also look into the workings of other types of residential heating systems and
air conditioning.




Child Development - How do you meet the needs of children and the
elderly who require support and supervision? How can their social and
recreational activities lead to well being? This course looks at these
issues.

Health Care - Examine health and safety issues in health care and the
environmental impacts of biotechnology. Which of your lifestyle
choices will lead to future health and longevity? What are your health
care choices - conventional medicine or alternative methods of
treatment? Get the answers in Health Care.

This is a great introductory course for those students who want to explore
the industry and also learn some practical skills. The practical units being
studied are: cosmetics and their applications, basic colour procedures and
applications, as well as basic cutting techniques. Theory topics include:
history of cosmetics, introduction to colour theory, and entrepreneurial skills
required in the cosmetology industry.

Students learn the basic requirements of serving customers, preparing and presenting food as well as marketing of
special events. This course is an excellent introduction to the hospitality industry.

Welding - Experience first hand the manufacturing process. Design, bend, cut, weld and manipulate metal to
complete your projects.

Precision Machining - Experience the manufacturing process of the tool and die and mould making industry.
Design, machine and build your projects to industry standards, using different types of metals and plastics.

Small Engine and Recreational Equipment — From ATV’s to watercraft, students learn the basics of small engine
repair. This course requires students to diagnose and repair various small engine problems.

Students use the design process and Computer Assisted Drafting (CAD) to examine architectural design and building
sciences. Students enrolling in this program are eligible to work towards the Specialist High Skills Major Diploma
